CHAPTER 210—FOREST RESOURCE (FR} DISTRICT'

210,010 PURPOSE:

The purpose of the Forest Resource district is to conserve forest lands,

210.015 APPLICATION:

This zoning district will be appiied to forest/woodiand areas which are identified as forest land
by the Jackson County Comprehensive Plan, Designation of these lands shall be shown on the
Official Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Map(s) as Forest Resource (FR). The provisions of this
Chapter also apply to the Woodland Resource (WR) district, and the Open Space Reserve
(OSR) district until the adoption of appropriate regulations separating Open Space Reserve from
the forest zone.

210.020 DEFINITIONS:

1) AUXILIARY: A use or alteration of a structure or land which provides help or is directly
associated with the conduct of a particular forest practice. An auxiliary structure is
located on site, is temporary in nature, and is not designed to remain for the forest's
entire growth cycle from pianting to harvesting. An auxiliary use is removed when a
particular forest practice has concluded, [OAR 660-06-025(2)(cl)]

2) COMMERCIAL TREE SPECIES: Trees recognized under rules adopted under ORS
527.715 for commercial production. fORS 215.720(2} & OAR 660-06-02 7(5)(k)

k)] FOREST LAND: Land which is used for the growing and harvesting of forest tree
species, regardless of how the land is zoned or taxed or how any state or local statutes,
ordinances, rules or regulations are applied. [ORS 527.620(8) & 30.930(4))

4) FOREST PRACTICE: Any operation conducted on or pertaining to forest land, including
but not limited to: reforestation of farest land, road construction and maintenance,

harvesting of forest tree species, application of chemicals and disposal of slash. jorsS
527.620(8))

o) TRACT: One or more contiguous lots or parcels under the same ownership. [ORrRS
215.010(2) & OAR 660-06-027(5)(a)]

210.030 PERMITTED USES:

The following uses shall be permitted in this district:

Widening of roads within existing rights-of-way in conformance with the transportation
element of the Jackson County Gomprehensive Plan including the following public road

A) Climbing and passing lanes within the right-of-way existing as of July 1, 1987.

B) Reconstruction or modification of public roads and highways including the
placement of utility facilities overhead and in the subsurface of public roads and
highways along the public right-of-way, but not including the addition of travel
lanes, where no removai or displacement of buildings would occur, or no new
parcels resuit.

C) Temporary public road and highway detours that will be abandoned and restored
to original condition or use when no langer needed.

D) Minor betterment of existing public roads and highway related facilities such as
maintenance yards, weigh stations and rest areas, within rights-of-way existing
as of July 1, 1987, and contiguous Public-owned property utilized to support the
operation and maintenance of public roads and highways.

210.040 USES SUBJECT TO ADMINIS TRATIVE REVIEW:

In order to establish a use permitted under this Section an application must be submitted and
reviewed. Except for Subsections 4), ), and 6), below, the following uses are subject Section
210.100 and other applicable pravisions of this Ordinance as nated:

1) Ownership of Record Dweiling: A dwelling on a lot or parcel which was lawfully created
and acquired by the current owner before January 1, 1985, or was acquired by devise
or intestate succession from an owner who acquired the property before January 1,

Parks and campgrounds. For the purpose of this Chapter, a campground is an area
devoted to overnight temporary use for vacation, recreational or emergency purposes,
but not for residential purposes. A camping site may be occupied by a tent, travel trailer
or recreational vehicle. Campgrounds shall not include intensively developed
recreational uses such as swimming pools, tennis courts, retail stores or gas
stations.

210.055 ADDITIONAL STANDARDS FOR CONDITIONAL USES IN THE FOREST RESOURCE
DISTRICT:

Conditional use permits in the Forest Resource district are subject solely to the following
requirements, and not those in Chapter 260.

1) A conditional use as provided for in Section 210.050 may be approved only when all of
the following are met:

A) The use will not force a significant change in, or significantly increase the cost of,

accepted farming or forest practices on agriculture or forest lands. [0AR 660-06-
025(5(al]

B) The proposed use will not significantly increase fire hazard or significantly
increase fire suppression costs or significantly increase risks to fire suppression
personnel. Further, it must be demonstrated that the proposal including all
structures propased in the application will be in compliance with the fire protection
standards of Section 280.100. joar 660-06-025¢5)(h)]

C) The proposed use shall meet the standards set forthin Subsection 280. 1 10(3)(E)

(Area of Special Concern - Black-tailed deer and Roosevelt elk). [0AR 650-06-
025(6)]

D) The proposed use shall meet the standards contained within Subsection 280.110

(3){M) (Area of Special Concern - Important Scenic Resources). [0AR 660-06-
025(6)]

Most noise source prublems occuming within the county are presently on a compliance
schedule established by DEQ to achieve noise attenuation to diminish theic impact to
acceptable |evels. The compatibility of various land uses and their relationship to such
existing and potential neise sources are of particular concem regarding future land use
and developments. As such, all proposed developments occurring either adjacent or in
close proximity to such noise problem sources, or proposed commercialfindustrial
developments with recognized noise generstion potential, should be evaluated for their
potentisl noise impacts, and appropriate abalement andfor mitigation (neasures
conditioned prior 10 permit issuance.

Recreation, Noises: Recreation areas, such as ballfields, outdoor swimming pools,
power boating areas, school playgrounds, active parks, and ofher spectator facilities, are
potential sources of noise. Fortunately, the activities that take place in these areas are
usually confined 1o daytime hours and are not ugually a nighttime problem. Recreational
noise is usuaily less imitating to most people than other types of noise, and in most
cases, the racreational areas of Jacksen County are not a major source of noise
problems,

A type of recreation noise that is a potential problem in the county is that of the Sporis
Park located southeast of White City off Highway 140. The County Parks and Recreation
Department is well aware of the noise impact potentials of this major recreation facility
and js coaperating with DEQ in noise monitaring and abatement measures. The facility
itself was designed with noise a significant design variable. As such, the sound
suppression berm constructed at the park is designed 1o Suppress any noise at its point
of onigin and reflect any excessive noise generatad away from nearby residential areas.
This was accomplished by developing noise projections for a major drag racs avent and
plotting various noise level confours to identify impactad ateas, as illusirated in Figure
11. The DEQ will monitor such events at ths Sporis Park for their noise generation and
exposure arca, and work with the parks depariment in developing further abatement

measyres as neaded. A basic design tool used by the Parks and Recreation Department
as @ guide in reducing noise impacts around such facilities is a U.S. Department of
Commerce manual entitied Noise Bamier Desian Handbagk. For land use and noise
compatibility planning purposes, the noise contours depicted in Figure 11 for the county
Sports Park facility, shouid be considered 2 maximum noiss exposure event, with land
use adjusted accordingly. These nhoise monitoring and planning activities and
subsequent abatement measures/designs should be a continuing coaperative function
between DEQ and the Parks and Recreation and Planning and Developrent
Departments, with findings integrated accordingly into the Comprehensive Plan and the
iand use planning and development process.

Another type of recreation related noise that is a potential problem in the county is that
of off-road vehidle recreation, DEQ enforces ambient standards for off-road recreationsl
vehicles impacting adjacent noise sensitive property under the authorily of QAR
340-05-035. Additionally, the Federal Bureau of Land Management has recentty
institvted rules for operating 4-wheel drive vehicles, dune buggies, motarcycles,
snowmobiles, and other cross-country vehicles on land it manages. The regulations

-provide a framework under which specific areas of federally administered lands will be

designated as eilher open, limited, or closed to off-road vehicie use. Areas designated
as open will allow vehicle operation subject 1o operating regulations and vehicle
standards, whereas limited areas will have limitations, such as number or types of
vehicles allowed and times of use permitted.

Vehicles will be prohibited in closed areas. Specific area dasignation will be made
through BILM's continuing planning system and the development of multiple use plans for
their public lands. The County shoutd be involved in these BLM activities as they pertain
to noise in order to achieve a complimentary approach to noise compatible land yse
planning.

Figure 12 jllustrates those areas in the county identified as being popular motorcycle,
snowmobhile, and other off-road vehicle use areas, and thus, represent potential
recreation related noise problemns if they occur on or in close proximity to residentiafly
developable lands or sensitive wildlife habitats. Because of the nature of off-road vehicle
activities, such recreational areas could also potentially create erosion problems with
subsequent water quality degradation from excessive sedimentation.

Residential Noises: Noises produced in residential aress generally include such sources
as power [awn mowers and other small power tools, air conditioning and heat pump
equipment units, excessively loud human voices, barking dogs, and radios, stereos and
other music equipment. Walls, barriers, or other sound attenuation devices are often not
the answer in these cases and would, in most instances, be detimentai to neighborhood
unily. A noise ordinance could set limits on the heurs of operations of certain types of
equipment. However, probably the most effective way to combat the residential noize
problem is through the resident's own cooperation, involving a combination of increased
community pride, public awareness and concem, and consideration for the privacy and
well being of neighbors. Residential neighborhoods in Jackson County are, for the most
part, pleasant and quiet places with no major residential naise problams, although some
noisa conflicts do arise in residential areas proximate to major transportation routes or
major industrial and commercial areas, and from the sources cited above and egplier.
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
